The Villages at Pond’s Edge
RULES AND REGULATIONS

ARCHITECTURAL – DECKS, PATIOS, WINDOWS, AWNINGS, ETC.

1. All decks and patios shall be kept free of debris and are not to be used as storage areas.   Firewood should be neatly stacked in a metal rack and, if covered, is to be covered with black or clear plastic material. Under no circumstances should firewood be stacked against the exterior of the unit.  This poses a fire hazard as well as threat of termite damage. No stored firewood should be stacked so as to cause damage to any common element.  Acceptable items that may be kept on patios and decks include outdoor furniture, umbrellas, grills, plants, planters and firewood.  Owners are responsible to remove dead plants and to garage store flowerpots over the winter.

2. No owner shall be permitted to dry or air clothes or other articles outdoors or from windows, and use of outdoor clotheslines, racks or similar devices for such purposes shall be prohibited.

3. All window coverings shall have white or beige linings if the window covering itself is not white, beige or neutral.  Window grids may not be removed except for purposes of cleaning.

4. No awnings, window guards, window boxes, fans or air conditioning devices shall be used in or about the property except as may be approved by the Association, and any such device, that is approved, must be properly secured.  No window air conditioners are permitted.

5. No antenna, cable dish, aerial or other similar device shall be attached to or hung from the exterior of any building or deck without the approval of the Association.  Owners wishing to install a satellite dish must submit a request for approval by the Board indicating the size of the dish, where the dish is to be installed and how the dish is to be fastened to the exterior of the unit.  The Board can, but is not limited to, direct where the dish is to be located, require the dish be painted to blend into the surroundings, and/or require plantings around the satellite dish to make it as unobtrusive as possible.

6. No decorations or ornaments shall be permitted other than temporary seasonal or holiday type decorations.  Christmas and Hanukkah holiday decorations may be displayed not earlier than Thanksgiving and must be taken down by January 6th.  Holiday lights, preferably white in color, may be displayed provided no nails or screws which deface/damage unit exteriors are used.  Other seasonal decorations should be displayed no sooner than one week before the holiday and removed no later than one week after the holiday. Seasonal wreaths or sprays are permitted on front doors provided they are hung from door-hangers.    No decorations shall be positioned in such a manner as to cause a hazard to any person.
7. No statuary, lawn ornament, bench, birdbath, windsock or any permanent type of furniture shall be placed on lawn areas or trees without the approval of the Association.  Artificial flowers are not permitted in planted beds, pots or boxes.  No vegetable or fruit plants may be grown on any part of the common areas.  

8. No chalking of the driveways or roadways is permitted.

9. Garage doors are to be kept in closed position when not in use.

10. Nothing shall be built or done to any unit that will alter any building exterior or the common area without prior written approval by the Board.

11. Handicap Ramps:  Homeowners requiring handicap access should submit a written proposal to the Board.  Ramps must comply with ADA regulations. Surface must be non-skid.  Device may not be affixed to macadam or sidewalk.  It should be medium gray paint, installation must be performed in a workman-like manner and exhibit the desired uniform appearance intended by this specification.  Upon resale of the dwelling, the ramp must be removed.

12. Flags:  One flag attached to a standard sized flag holder (attached to wood trim) or small garden banner may be displayed on the front, side or back of unit provided no nails or screws which deface/damage unit exteriors are used.  No flags shall be positioned in such a manner as to cause a hazard to any person.
13. Bird feeders/houses:  Two bird feeders/bird houses are permitted per residence. 

· Must be smaller than 28 total inches - - length + width + height  
· Positioned at least 20 feet from any neighbor’s residence
· Bird feeder or house can be placed in the front of the house, on the side of the house or in the back of the house.  Only one bird feeder can be placed in the front of the house.
· No bird feeder/ house can be on a deck or attached to the dwelling

· Where possible, it is highly recommended that bird feeder/house be attached to a tree

HAZARDOUS MATERIALS


No owner shall use or permit to be stored in any dwelling, garage, or on any lot, any flammable, explosive or other substance or articles deemed hazardous to life, limb or property.

LANDSCAPING

Residents may plant flowering annuals in the mulched planting beds so long as the beds are weeded, maintained and watered by the resident.  Except for the replacement of existing plants (with the same or higher quality) and the planting of flowers in existing beds (flowers should not exceed four feet at maturity), all other changes to landscaping are to be submitted to the Landscaping Committee for approval before initiating the project.  Requests for new landscaping should sketch out the specifics. No additional garden area shall be added without the prior written consent of the Board.  The individual homeowner is responsible for maintaining the plantings and the bed.  The beds should be restored to their original condition when the property is sold.  In the event the plantings become unsightly, you will be informed and given the opportunity to spruce them up or remove them.  You will be charged by PEHOA if we decide to remove the items or have to restore the area. If landscaping projects are initiated before approval, and subsequently, in the opinion of the Board, require modification, the cost of modification will be borne by the owner.  

LATE FEE


There is a late payment fee of $20 per month for any Homeowner’s Fee that is not received by the fifteenth (15th) day of the month.  Checks must be made payable to “Pond’s Edge Homeowners Association” and mailed to the Management Company.

LEASING OF HOME

In the event a homeowner rents his or her property, a copy of the Lease, which must be for one year or more, must be provided to the Management Company within ten days of the execution thereof.  The copy must contain names of occupants, phone number, and term of Lease. The rental amount may be blacked out, if desired.  A copy of the Rules and Regulations of the Community must be attached to the Lease and receipt thereof acknowledged by the tenant.  A statement of the tenant’s agreeing to abide by the Rules and Regulations must also be included in the Lease.

MOVING, DELIVERY VANS

Moving or delivery vans or trucks are not permitted to cross lawns and must load and unload from the paved areas.  The homeowner shall pay the cost of any damage caused by the move/delivery.

NOISES

No resident shall make or permit any noises that will unreasonably disturb or annoy the occupants of any other dwellings or do or permit anything to be done which will unreasonably interfere with the rights, comfort or convenience of the other homeowners.

PETS
· No more than two household pets may be kept in any unit. 

· Pets may not run at large.  Pets must be on a leash when outdoors and be under the control of the owner at all times.  

· No stake, pet house, fence, tether or other device may be erected on any deck, patio, building exterior or common area for the purpose of securing or restricting a pet to an area outside of the dwelling.  

· Pets must not be left unattended on porches, patios, or deck areas.

· Pets may not be kept, bred, or maintained for commercial purposes. 

· All pet waste must be removed and discarded immediately.  The unit owner shall be responsible to insure conformity with this rule no matter who may walk the pet.

· Owners are responsible for any damage to the common areas caused by their pet or the pets of tenants and guests.  Owners must ensure that their pets do not cause a nuisance or unreasonable disturbance.

· Pets shall be kept, maintained, and licensed in accordance with the regulations of all municipal bodies.

· Pets that cause physical harm or endangerment to persons, other pets, real or personal property will be required to be removed immediately and permanently from Ponds Edge.

· Violations of any part of this rule will result in a written warning from management company for the first offense; $25.00 fine for the second offense; and a $50.00 fine for a third offense.  Subsequent violations will result in a $100.00 fine per occurrence.

· Repeated violations of this rule may result in the removal of the pet from the property.

PROPERTY DAMAGE

Homeowners shall be held responsible for the actions of their children and guests, and any damage to any portion of the property caused by children, guests, or pet of a homeowner shall be repaired at the expense of such owner.

SIGNAGE
Only the Association shall erect permissible signage.  The posting of signs by, or on behalf of, homeowners on the lot or in a window is not permitted.  This includes “Sale” signs.   “Open House” signs may be posted only for the period during which the home is open and must be promptly removed.  Security signs may be posted but should not measure more than six inches by six inches. No resident is permitted to post notices of any nature in the community unless approved by PENCO.

SOLICITING

Soliciting shall not be permitted within the Community, and the property shall be posted so that solicitors are aware of the restriction.

TRASH


Trash is to be placed at the end of the driveway in a closed container, preferably in heavy-duty bags, no sooner than the evening before the collection day.  Residents shall be responsible for clean up of debris caused by trash bags breaking open or containers being spilled.  After trash collection, if containers are used, they are to be returned to their storage area inside the garage as soon as practical on the collection day.  A resident who violates the trash rules will receive a warning letter from the Association on the first offense.  A second offense will result in the owner receiving a $25.00 fine and the third offense will result in a $50.00 fine by the Association.  Subsequent violations will result in a $100.00 fine per occurrence.

Individual homeowners must make arrangements for removal of bulk trash and the cost of removal will be the responsibility of the homeowner.  Bulk items that require removal by special pick-up not prearranged will be assessed a $25 fine per day plus the cost of removal.  Contact PENCO or the trash hauler.

VEHICLES, RECREATIONAL EQUIPMENT

Residents and their visitors shall obey all parking regulations. Residents will be responsible for their visitors.  

1) There is no parking on any of the Village Lanes or on Pond’s Edge Drive.

2) All vehicles parked in the paved, marked, spaces or in driveways, shall exhibit valid vehicle registration, as demonstrated by license plate and inspection sticker.  Parking is permitted for private passenger vehicles only.  No owner shall park or store any commercial or other non-passenger vehicle, including trailers, boats, campers and RV’s on the property unless garaged.

3) Vehicles may not be parked on or driven on or over any lawn area.  In the event that an owner or owner’s guest(s), including tenants, damage the lawn areas as a result of parking on or driving over the lawn areas, the owner will be responsible for the complete cost of such repair.

4) There shall be no vehicle maintenance, except emergency action, performed on any vehicle outside of the garage.  This does not include washing or waxing of vehicle, which may be performed in driveway area.  Car covers are not permitted unless covered vehicles are kept inside garage.

5) The common areas may not be used for the storage of unused vehicles.  Vehicles parked in a driveway must be completely off the street.  Vehicles shall not park in such a manner as to impede or prevent ready access to emergency equipment or other vehicles.

6) Vehicles must be maintained so as not to damage the parking areas, (i.e. leaking oil, gas or other fluids.)  Any damage and its restitution will be assessed to the owner.  

7) Use of motorbikes, mini-bikes, ATV’s, unlicensed and other similar vehicles is prohibited.

8) If any unit has more than two vehicles at Pond’s Edge, one must be garaged and the others parked legally in available public parking spots or in the driveway. The Pond’s Edge Homeowners’ Association reserves the right to limit vehicles if congestion within the Villages becomes an issue.

9) The use of bicycles, tricycles, or any motorized vehicle, on any landscaped portion of the property or lot is prohibited.  Such vehicles are to be used only in driveways and other macadam areas.

10) All objects brought out for temporary use such as tools, recreational equipment, bicycles, toys, etc., must be put away when not in use and are not, under any circumstances, to be left out overnight.

11) The board shall have the right to have any vehicle not conforming to the regulations to be moved or towed away at the owner’s expense.

12) A resident who violates the parking rules will receive a warning letter from the Association on the first offense.  A second offense will result in the owner receiving a $25.00 fine and the third offense will result in a $50.00 fine by the Association.  Subsequent violations will result in a $100.00 fine per occurrence.

Enforcement of Rules:  


On the first offense, the owner will receive a warning letter from the Association.  If after ten days the violation still exists, a second letter will be sent giving the owner another ten days and the owner will receive a $25 fine.   A third letter will result in an additional $50 fine.  In cases where a violation needs to be corrected immediately (e.g. hazardous materials, unleashed pets, unreasonably loud noises), the ten-day period will be waived and a fine will be imposed commensurate with the violation.  Penalty fees that are not paid may be likened in the same manner as any other assessment. If projects are initiated before approval, and subsequently, in the opinion of the Board, require modification, the cost of modification will be borne by the owner.  


Any complaint of rule violation must be submitted by the complaining party in writing to Pond’s Edge Homeowners Association, c/o PENCO Management, Inc., P.O. Box 1119, Chadds Ford, PA  19317.  The person submitting the complaint must sign all complaints of rule violation.


Any owner charged with a violation shall have the right to request a hearing by the Board, or it’s designated Committee, by submitting such request in writing to the Managing Agent within ten (10) days of the date of the notice of violation.  Violation fines may continue to accrue pending an appeal as long as the condition, which created the violation, continues to exist.  In any event, the decision of the Board shall be final.


The fining procedure set forth in this document shall not be exclusive of the other rights and remedies available to the Board of Directors of The Villages at Pond’s Edge.
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
